& Emboss Machine! (The Mini Stampin’ Cut & Emboss Machine availability will come later as 
explained below.) 

Creating die cuts and embossed designs is easy, thanks to Stampin’ Cut & Emboss! Our die cutting 
and embossing products do the work so you and your customers can have the fun.  

Our Stampin’ Cut & Emboss and Mini Stampin’ Cut & Emboss Machines offer multiple die cutting 
and embossing options for you to share with all types of customers–from beginners to seasoned 
crafters. Both of Stampin’ Up!-exclusive machines offer the highest quality and make precise cuts 
and detailed embossed images every time. They’re also simple to store and easily portable, which 
makes packing for your events a cinch! They come with all the tools needed to get started right 
away, making it easy for your customers to have a fantastic die-cutting and embossing experience 
from the start. 

So what sets this machine apart from the rest? Here are some of our favorite features: 

 Durable machines with high-quality results. The solid steel construction frame and 
rubber feet that securely grip the work surface produce crisp, clean, precise cutting and 
beautifully detailed embossing.

The 
optional Magnetic Cutting Plate and Impression Mats will not be available on the demonstrator 
preorder or by the customer launch; we’ll keep you updated on their availability. 



The Mini Stampin’ Cut & Emboss Machine and its replacement plates are still in production and we 
aren’t ready to share a demonstrator preorder or customer launch date for them; the mini 
machines have experienced delays due to the impact of the COVID-19 pandemic but unless 
unforeseen circumstances arise, we expect that you and your customers will be able to order it by 
the end of this year. 

Demonstrator preorder (standard machine only): August 4th 2020 – not a demo and want it early? 
Sign up and add it to your starter kit order! 

Customer launch (standard machine and replacement plates): September 1st 2020

The next Showcase and Used Stamp / Scrapbooking & Accessories Sale at The Masonic Center in 
FdL is set for Saturday, November 28th from 9 am until 2 pm. Mark your calendars now. 

In addition, provided my garage is ready (which it should be), I will be hosting a Used Stamp 
Sale Friday, July 17th from 7 am until 6 pm. You are welcome to bring crafting supplies to sell. 
Please note: all items after this sale will need to be collected after the sale in preparation for 
OPERATION: CHRIS GETS HER LIVING ROOM AND BASEMENT BACK. With the transition to the 
HIVE, I will not be able to store all the boxes of things that do not sell after each sale.  I plan to 
host a few Used Stamp Sales a year as normal, but people that want to sell will need to drop off 
stuff starting the Monday prior to the sale and collect what doesn’t sell by the Tuesday after the 
sale. 

Selling - Please see the document attached in the email for guidelines on selling. Important 
notes: please use a light painters tape or masking tape to mark the prices and your three initials. 
That way we can pull it off easily to keep track of what sold for who. Use quarter increments. Let 
me know if you still plan to drop off anything. I will need orders by the day after the sale for 
customers who sell anything. Also, I’m no longer accepting wood stamps…people generally don’t 
buy them and I end up carrying them back and forth.

Saturday Showcase that I'm cohosting with some friends.

Personalized Stamps 
I hope those that have ordered personalized stamps through Kelly are liking them. For those that 
are interested in ordering any type of personalize stamp, like for the backs of your cards or for 
your return address on envelopes it isn’t too late to order. Kelly is continuously receiving orders for 
them and orders them once a sheet fills up.  You can reach out to her directly via email at 
kbuechel@live.com if you would like to see what is available or if you would like something 
special designed. You don’t need to include me in the correspondence….this is her baby now.  
  
Kelly put together some standard options and they are attached in this email.  Look at the 
attachments to see if you like any of the options. One attachment contains different fonts that you 
could choose from.  Let me know the number and letter for the option you like, for example, 2E 
and style font you would like.  If you find that you like a couple of them and want 
2 different stamps made that won't be a problem, just let her know both options and font styles 
that you want.  She’ll let you know specific pricing, but most are around $12.
